A BIG thanks to all who have joined us in these
explorations and supported and sustained our work — especially
to Susan Harloe and the Charter Group, the new Core Company
members, the Z Space staff, and of course, you, our audience.
Here’s to continuing to explore for many more years to come.

George Saunders is the author of 12 books, including Lincoln in
the Bardo, which won the 2017 Man Booker Prize for best work of
fiction in English, and was a finalist for the Golden Man Booker, in
which one Booker winner is selected to represent each decade from
the 50 years since the Prize’s inception. The audiobook for Lincoln
in the Bardo, which featured a cast of 166 actors, was the 2018
Audie Award for best audiobook.

His stories have appeared regularly in The New Yorker since 1992.
The short story collection Tenth of December was a finalist for the
National Book Award and won the inaugural Folio Prize in 2013
(best work of fiction in English) and the Story Prize (best short
story collection).

Saunders has received MacArthur and Guggenheim Fellowships, the PEN/Malamud Prize
for excellence in the short story, and is a member of the American Academy of Arts and
Letters, and the American Academy of Arts and Sciences. In 2013, he was named one of
the world’s 100 most influential people by Time magazine. He has appeared on The Colbert
Report, Late Night with David Letterman, All Things Considered, and The Diane Rehm
Show.

Saunders was born in Amarillo, Texas and raised in Oak Forest, Illinois. He has a degree in
Geophysics from the Colorado School of Mines and has worked as a geophysical prospector
in Indonesia, a roofer in Chicago, a doorman in Beverly Hills, and a technical writer in
Rochester, New York. Since 1997, he has taught, in the Creative Writing Program at
Syracuse University.

Sheila Balter (Director) is a Word for Word Core Company
member whose last directing credit for the company was Retablos:
Stories From a Life Lived Along the Border by Octavio Solis (Jim
Cave, co-director). Other credits with the company include Holiday
